PUBLIC INPUT FOR THE FLNF LRMP REVISION
SUBJECT: ATV USE

The Revised FLNF Land and Resource Management Plan should continue to prohibit ATV use in Finger Lakes National Forest.  ATV use conflicts with the existing management goals of protecting the environment, providing a reasonably safe and hospitable environment for Forest visitors, promoting a conservation ethic, and providing services not available from other lands.
Large areas of public land are rare in New York State and opportunities for motorized recreation on private property are common.  FLNF should remain a place of solitude where people can restore their relationship to the natural world.
